DAY  1 & 2 JUNE 5 & 6 

  Depart for Singapore via Los Angeles. 

DAY 3  JUNE 7 

  Arrive Singapore and check into Grand Copthorne Waterfront.  

DAY 4  JUNE 8 

See all of Singapore's highlights and taste some of its world famous culinary delights on this specially designed 
one day tour. Tour stops include Chinatown, Little India, Katong-Joo Chiat, Clarke Quay, Singapore River and 
Marina Bay.  

DAY 5  JUNE 9 

Depart for Jakarta and transfer to Bandung. 

Official welcome from Bandung city government, a great time to network with officials from our Sister City.  

Walk around the beautiful Bandung City Square and admire the captivating architecture of the  Bandung 
Grand Mosque, St. Peter’s Cathedral, and the Bank Indonesia Building. Stroll along the alun- alun, the large 
central open lawn square, and enjoy the warm breeze. 

Visit a local high school and learn about Indonesia’s educational system and interact with students. 



DAY 6  JUNE 10 

Sightseeing at Tangkuban Perahu Crater, an active volcano, 
situated 30 km north of the city. It is the only crater in Indonesia 
where you can drive up to its very rim. Mount Tangkuban Perahu 
has a distinctive shape, and looks like an “overturned boat.”  

DAY 7   JUNE 11 

Enjoy an Angklung performance at Saung Angklung Udjo. The anklung is a traditional musical 
instrument from Indonesia made of a varying number of bamboo tubes attached to a bamboo 
frame. Established in 1966, Saung, Angklung Udjo was built to conserve West Java’s Sundanese traditional art 
and culture.   

Visit Padjadjaran University, ranked as a top ten university in Indonesia by the Ministry of Research, 
Technology and Higher education in 2016.  

DAY 8   JUNE 12 

Tour the Museum of the Asian-African Conference, which traces its roots back to the Asian-African 
Conference held in Bandung on April 18–24, 1955. The conference bore the Dasasila Bandung, which became 
the guideline for colonized countries in fighting for their independence. It also established the fundamental 
principles in promoting world peace and international cooperation.  

Spend the afternoon shopping at Cihampelas Walk and the Dago Factory Outlets. The city 
of Bandung offers a large number of factory outlets where shoppers regularly flock to, to find the latest trendy 
apparel at reasonable prices.  

DAY 9  JUNE 13 

Depart on an early morning flight to Lombok and transfer to Ombak Sunset. 

DAY 10  JUNE 14 

In the late morning, board a private boat to enjoy a half-day boat 
ride around the three Gili Islands, and snorkel with marine life, such 
as butterfly fish, clown fish and different species of turtles. Make 
stops to enjoy the snorkeling activities near Gili Air, Gili Meno and 
Gili Trawangan. Have lunch at a local resto in Gili Trawangan and 
then return to the hotel.  

DAY 11  JUNE 15 

Full day at your leisure.   

DAY 12 & 13 JUNE 16 & 17 

Return home via Singapore and Los Angeles.
